Report Methodology

Data on sport participation and physical activity rates were derived from a
household survey conducted by the Siena College Research Institute, as com-
missioned by the Aspen Institute. During April 2017, a total of 655 parents of
youth under age 18 in Southeast Michigan completed an online survey about
their child(ren)’s participation in sports-related activities. Respondents were
drawn from online panels maintained and benchmarked by Lucid, a global
audience platform. A total of 1,161 children from the seven countes that are
the focus of this report arc represented in the survey findings. The total panel
is maintained to be reflective of the population measured. Oversampling of
ethnic groups took place to boost responses from typically under-responding

Parks Use Rules

The Charter Township of Superior has agreed to allow township parks to he used for community gatherings. The following rules, effective

Decembher1,2000, yovern the use of this park:
1. Signed contracts are due from potential renters hefore consideration will he given,
2. Office personnel shall review the application for approval. In the event the application is apnroved, the following

distribution will apply:

a. One copy will remainin the Parks and Recreation Rental File.
h. One copy shall he yiven to the applicant. This copy must he presentet in order to enter the facility at the tesignated
time of usage,

c. One copy shall he yiven to the Superior Township Hall to be held on file.

3. Therewill he a walk-through of the park hefore the function and after the function toverify condition of the park.

4. The Sheriif's Department will he notified of the function’s location, date and time.

Flease Note: Failure to vacate the property a1 the predetermined designated Lime will result in automatic chiarges beginming
arone-guarter fiour. Such charges will e at the hourlyrate of $30.00,
9. Cleanup of the park and control of the yroup's conduct is the sole responsihility of the person and/or group identified on the

application,

Bathroom facilities will he the sole responsihility of the renter.

Noalcoholic heverages and/or drugs of any kind are permitted on township propenty.

If the park is reiuested to he used for money making purposes, or if admission to the facility and/or grounds will he charged,

such use MUST he approved in writing hy the Parks Commission.

The use of any electronic equipment MUST he approved hy the Parks Commission.

. Any misuse of the park, or ahuse of the rules will result in a loss of 100% of the deposit. If the cost o repair damages exceels
the denosit, the township will request additional payment. In the event that the additional payment is not received, the
townshin shall seek legal remetly.

No person shall engage in any violent, ahusive, loud, hoisterous, vulgar, lewi, wanton, ohscene, or otherwise disorderly
conduct tending to create a hreach of the peace, or to disturh or annoy others while on township property.

12. No person shall atany time bring onto township property nor have in their possession, not

tischarge, nor setoff anywhere upon township property a firearm, bow, or other weajon that discharyes nrojectiles either hy
air, explosive suhstance, or any other force [does not apply to officers of the law).

13. CGancellations must he submitted in writing to the Parks Department a minimum of 10 husiness days prior to the rental date

in order to receive a full refund of the security deposit and rental fee.
Canceliations made in less than 10 working days will he subject to a cancellation fee as follows: 50% If hetween five and10
working days, or100% if less than five working days.

14. Rny exceptions to these rules must he approved in writing hy the Parks Commission.
