Proposed Minutes

Call to Order
The meeting was called to order by Chair Paula Jefferson at 6:32 pm.

Roll Call

Flag Salute
Chair Jefferson led those assembled in the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag.

Agenda Approval
It was moved by Sandi Lopez and supported by Marion Morris to approve the agenda as drafted.
The motion carried.

Prior Meeting Minutes Approval

A. June 22,2020
It was moved by Nahid Sanii-Yahyai and supported by Terry Lee Lansing to approve the minutes of
6/22/2020 as drafted. The motion carried.

Citizen Participation — None

Reports

A. Chairperson
Chair Paula Jefferson informed park commissioners she has a medical procedure scheduled in
early August. She expects to be able to attend all Park Commission and Township Board meetings
during the balance of the year.

B. Administrator
Administrator Juan Bradford submitted a written report. Logan Miller and fellow members of boy
scout Troop 243 are making good progress pulling garlic mustard plants from Cherry Hill Nature
Preserve (CHNP). Ellen Kurath is also helping to remove “Stick Tite” plants.
Juan informed Park Commissioners that a “little free library” was found this morning in Fireman’s
Park, nailed to a tree. It is well constructed, but not authorized by the Park Commission, and
nailing it to a tree is not good for the tree’s health. Some of the reading materials found in and
around this library box were of a protest nature. Juan had park staff empty the library of
contents. The contents are stored in the Park Department offices. The library box will be
removed tomorrow. Discussion took place among park commissioners about protest meetings
and rallies that have taken place at Fireman’s Park recently. Marion Morris suggested drafting
text of an ordinance to regulate such gatherings in township parks. Juan agreed to work on a
draft for the August park commission meeting.

C. Board Liaison
Trustee Alex Williams reported that nine tenants were evicted from Sycamore Meadows recently,
which may have inspired some of the protests. Some calls for law enforcement came from
tenants.
Tyrone Bridges, who is working on homes for disabled residents, thanked Park Department staff
for mowing the lawns of these homes. Superior Township First Responders received hazard pay
for COVID-19 response.
A lawsuit has been filed over the proposed sewer from Salem Township through Superior
Township.

D. Board Meeting Attendee
Sandi Lopez tried to attend the township board zoom meeting, but could not get the connection
to work.
Paula Jefferson asked Alex Williams about the potential multi-unit vote counting board for
absentee ballots. This is a proposal to acquire a high speed ballot counting machine that could
process 1,000 ballots per minute. The machine would cost approximately $100,000 and be paid
for by a consortium of several units, possibly Superior Township, Salem Township, Ypsilanti
Township and Ypsilanti City. Washtenaw County would also be involved. Discussion of this issue
was removed from the agenda of the July 22 meeting.

A. Rapid Response Grant
Juan Bradford applied for a Rapid Response Grant sponsored by Michigan Parks and Recreation
Association (MPARKS) to put signs in township parks to promote preventive measures to slow the
spread of COVID-19 virus. He was awarded funding of $2,925.00 which is enough for about 45
signs. After the signs are purchased, MPARKS will reimburse the Park Fund. Juan asked the Park
Commission to authorize him to order the signs. He plans to obtain them from the company fFast
Signs that has produced other signs for the Park Department.

It was moved by Martha Kern-Boprie and supported by Nahid Sanii-Yahyai to authorize the Park
Administrator to purchase signs to execute the objectives of the Rapid Response Grant, for an
amount not to exceed $2,925.00. The motion carried.

o On Tuesday August 18 Dave B. and Jacob N. caught a young woman spaying graffiti on the
bridge at Community Park. Jacob was able to get her license plate number and Dave called
the Sheriff Dept and made a report. Our staff was able fo remove the graffiti with graffiti
remover and gasoline. Only slight shading remains. If the Sheriff can locate the woman, we will
be pressing charges to seek restitution. | have included pictures for your review in the
Communications.

o We have also been experiencing reoccurring graffiti at Schroeter Park. |recommend that we
put up two remote trial cameras to fry and catch the vandals in the act.

8 Science-backed Benefits of Risky Play %f/

It's a fact of life that kids love to take risks. And while as a parent, it's important to put safety first,

it's also important to know when to step back and let kids test their limits. This is particularly true

on playgrounds, which provide a safe, controlled space for kids to learn more about what they can
do. (See herefor a more in-depth discussion of what constitutes risky play.)

Parents who are afraid to let their kids take chances need to consider these potential benefits
they're missing out on:

1. Risk assessment skills

Through risky play, kids can learn how to judge risks and their consequences. They can learn
what's safe to try and what might not work out. And they can learn how to apply these
assessments to a range of different situations. Psychologists have shownthat kids who engage in
risky play are actually less likely to become injured because they're more adept at observing their

surroundings and making good decisions.

2. Emotional regulation

As explained here, kids who take risks in play are forced to confront potentially negative emotions,
such as fear and anger, and learn how to manage them without melting down or lashing out.




3. Self-esteem

Taking on risks and proving that he or she can handle them boosts a child's self-esteernand helps
the child better understand what he or she can do in uncertain situations. It also makes the child
more confident when handling risks in the future, and feel more in control of his or her actions and
environment. Conversely, a child who is never exposed to risky situations may not learn how to
deal with them, growing up overly fearful and unwilling to try new things.

4. Taking initiative.

The best kind of risky play is the kind that the child him- or herself initiates, whether it's deciding to
climb farther or swing higher or simply enter a risky area. This can help kids learn it's okay to set
their own goals instead of looking to parents to tell them what to do.

5. Problem-solving and creativity

Risky play often puts a child in a situation where he or she has to assess the situation quickly and
make a decision while under pressure. Being able to do this is a skill that will be useful evenin less

stressful situations.

6. Physical development

Running, jumping, climbing, and other forms of physical effort are an important part of childhood,
both to develop the child's strength and endurance as well as a sense of his or her physical
capabilities and potential. The surest way to avoid a sedentary child is to make sure that he or she

understands from an early age that doing physical things is fun.

7. The ability to deal with failure

Risk means things won't always go your way. Sometimes you slip, trip, fall short, or chicken out.
Learning how to deal maturely when you make a mistake or things fail you is an important part of
every kid's growing-up process.

8. Social skill development.

While kids can certainly play alone, engaging in risky play in public can help improve a kid's
interactions with his or her peers. Through discussion of what to try and how far to push it, kids
develop skills in negotiation and leadership and help build up their self-image.

Of course, risky play doesn't have to mean just turning kids loose. Parents can establish some
ground rules, and a controlled area such as a playground is an ideal spot for kids to take risks
while still being relatively safe from harm. Secure and well-designed equipment, such as the
climbing sets described here, can give kids plenty of opportunities to test themselves while not
exposing themselves to too much danger. That's why playgrounds are important chilchood
spaces and need to be properly built and maintained to allow kids to play confidently -- not to
mention giving parents the confidence to let them!
