A. Schock Park Use and Maintenance Responsibilities — Parks and Recreation

Supervisor Schwartz wrote a letter to Juan Bradford regarding the Memorandum.
Supervisor Schwartz does not personally have a problem with paying the $5,000 out of
general fund to Parks & Recreation to cut the grass on the roundabouts. The only
problem Supervisor Schwartz has with the proposal is keeping the park maintenance
garage and park storage garage as Parks and Recreation property in perpetuity.
Supervisor Schwartz suggests the Parks and Recreation Department just use the
property until the township replaces the square footage somewhere else in the township.
The Parks & Recreation Department would like a written plan from the Township
Board outlining their plans and timeline for the property. Supervisor Schwartz mentions
not having any plans for the property other than maintaining at this point. The most the
township would do is some landscaping and adding gates at either entrance to secure
the property at night and weekends. This is all dependent on the Township Board’s
approval.

The Charter Township of Superior is proposing a trail along Plymouth Road from Marshall Nature Area
through the Village of Dixboro downtown region. The proposed trail would be approximately 0.6 miles
in length consisting predominately of 8-foot-wide asphalt trail with a shorter segment of 6-foot-wide
concrete trail. The trail narrows to 6 feet wide for approximately 150 feet due to constraints with
existing infrastructure and connects to an existing 6-foot-wide pedestrian crosswalk. Most of the trail
alignment will be located within the within the Plymouth Road Right-of-Way and easements will be
secured for the small portions that do require the trail to leave the road Right-of-Way.

The proposed trail will provide non-motorized access to the Marshall Nature Area, which has onsite
parking and offers nature trails for hiking. The trail will also connect to a park located in downtown
Dixboro named, “The Green”, which has playground equipment and a ball diamond, and hosts
community activities such as the Dixboro Farmers Market and Township Parks and Recreation programs
when the space is available.

A future extension of the regional Matthaei Botanical Gardens Trail from the Matthaei Botanical
Gardens to Marshall Nature Area is also planned to be constructed. Once this trail is built, recreation
opportunities at Matthaei Botanical Gardens will be available from the proposed Plymouth Road Trail,
which include gardens, a conservatory, hiking trails, a campus farm, a visitor center, and educational
events.

6. Citizen Participation

7. Reports
A. Chairperson
Chair Marion Morris reported that Juan Bradford submitted the Schock Park memo and proposed
minutes of the December 21, 2020 Park Commission meeting to the township board. In addition to
regular meetings with Juan to sign payables, she discussed some concerns about Park Commissioner
compensation with Martha.

B. Administrator

Martha Kern-Boprie attended the January 19, 2021 Township Board meeting, and submitted a
written report on the meeting.

E. Park Steward
Ellen Kurath submitted detailed written reports on the presence of invasive vegetation in Cherry Hill
Nature Preserve (CHNP) and in Schroeter Park. These reports included drawings of plant locations,
and suggestions for diminishing the presence of these plants. Her suggestions included plant removal
by volunteers as well as park staff. Martha Kern-Boprie suggested organizing volunteer efforts on a
few weekends through the growing season. If publicized, we could have 15 to 20 volunteers for a
morning or afternoon several months of the season and make a significant impact on these invasive
plants.

New Business

A. 2021 Parks & Recreation Commission Pay Rates
Chair Marion Morris outlined some of the history of compensation issues for the park & recreation
commission. She also reviewed the financial cost of some proposed stipend increases, ranging from
an increase of $10.00 per meeting, per commissioner up to $31.00 per meeting, per commissioner.
Martha Kern-Boprie related additional background, including that the Superior Township Park
Commission stipends are significantly higher than those paid to members of other boards and
commissions in Washtenaw County. Beginning in 1984 through at least 2006 County stipends were
$25.00 per meeting attended. Martha checked with the Michigan Townships Association, and
learned that only the Township Board has the authority to set compensation for township elected
officials. She also noted that stipends are for meetings attended. They do not reflect time
volunteered at recreation events or attending other meetings. Nahid Sanii-Yahyai said she is not
concerned about her compensation but thinks a raise could be justified. Riley Schofield had no
comment. Trustee Bernice Lindke commented it is important to do the homework for all issues on
the agenda. Terry Lee Lansing said she does not have a strong opinion for or against the concept of a
raise. She does think the Chair and Secretary deserve a raise. Marion Morris stated that parks are
often the “face of the township”. Parks were used a lot during the pandemic. Significant
improvement has been made to Superior Township Parks in the past twenty years. Greg Vessels
stated he feels he is adequately compensated now. Martha Kern-Boprie noted that the Park
Commission is seeking additional funds of at least $5,115 from the Township Board for maintaining
non-park properties. That request may not be favorable reviewed if the Township Board finds we are
using the money to pay ourselves higher stipends.

Park Commissioners came to a consensus not to pursue a change in stipend amount at this time.

B. 2021 Special Events
Juan Bradford presented a schedule of special events that were planned for 2020. Most events had
to be canceled due to the COVID-19 pandemic. The Easter Egg Hunt is traditionally the first event, in
early April. If we have this event in 2021, Juan said it should be a non-contact event like the pumpkin
event last fall. As people drive up, they are handed a treat bag with candy and a simple craft project.

Additional suggestions were made.

Greg Vessels suggested an outdoor scavenger hunt in a nature conservancy where family groups look
for tokens of plant and animal presence.

Martha Kern-Boprie suggested adding an improv theater activity as an additional offering at one of
the special events. Greg Vessels said his wife has a lot of experience with this, and he volunteered
her to help.

Nahid Sanii-Yahyai commented that we should do something now. Many people are suffering from
depression due to confinement brought on by the COVID-19 pandemic. She suggested a zoom event
that includes exercise, music and perhaps poetry or humor.

Martha Kern-Boprie suggested a winter event, with alternate plans depending on weather. If we get
a snowy day, there could be sledding and snow sculptures. If no snow, children could learn about
winter habits of animals. This would probably be an event for a year from now.

Juan will meet with Marion to propose detailed plans.

Bills for Payment
It was moved by Greg Vessels and supported by Terry Lee Lansing to approve paying the bills totaling
$30,703.21 at 1/25/2021. The motion carried.

Financial Statements
It was moved by Terry Lee Lansing and supported by Nahid Sanii-Yahyai to receive the December 2020
financial statements. The motion carried.

Pleas and Petitions

Nahid Sanii-Yahyai attended the December 21, 2020 Township Board meeting, and provided a report on
board action. Trustee Bernice Lindke asked if she could use township email. Email access was offered to
all board members as a result. A grant was awarded from Washtenaw County Parks in amount $125,000
for the Prospect Road non-motorized path. Grants awarded to Superior Township total $600,000 for the
year. Work on the Utility Department pump station located on Clark Road has begun. DTE Energy has
begun trimming trees that obstruct power lines. New policies that impact employee time off are in
development. The township’s insurance premium increased $600 per year. Five acres owned by the
township on Harris Road, near the Ypsilanti District Library site were cleared. Board members discussed
pay raises for the Supervisor, Clerk and Treasurer. Stipends for Trustees were increased by $25 per
meeting, from $175 to $200.

Marion Morris commented that at the December 21, 2020 Parks Commission meeting, a commissioner
stated a park commissioner should be able to speak during Citizens Participation as a member of the
public, the same as a private citizen.

Marion proposed the following clarifying policy:

If the park commissioner wishes to speak to something concerning township parks and recreation, it
should be added to the meeting agenda.

If the park commission wishes to speak to something that does not concern township parks and
recreation, it should be raised in the “Pleas and Petitions” portion of the meeting.

Park commissioners concurred with Marion’s clarifying policy.

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED: that the Superior Township Board approves
the Agreement for 2021 with Mr. Robert Lee Butler for side-street maintenance in an amount not
to exceed $22,666.50 and authorizes the Township Supervisor to sign the Agreement, and that
the cost of this agreement is to be taken from the Side Street Maintenance Fund, G.L. Account
No. 220.



AGREEMENT BETWEEN
CHARTER TOWNSHIP OF SUPERIOR
AND
ROBERT BUTLER

This agreement made this 15" day of April 2021 by and between the Charter Township of
Superior, hereafter referred to as the Township, and Robert Butler, 8457 Berkshire, Superior
Township, MI 48198, hereafter referred to as Contractor. The Township desires to secure the
services of a Contractor for street side maintenance in specified areas within the Township and
Contractor desires to provide such services.

Now, therefore, in consideration of the promises and covenants hereinafter contained, the
parties hereto mutually agree as follows:

1.

The relationship of the Contractor to the Township is and shall continue to be that of an
independent contractor. The Township shall provide no benefits of any kind including but
not limited to worker’s compensation, pension contribution, unemployment benefits or
other rights or liabilities arising out of or related to this contract; neither shall an
employee/employer relationship shall arise to either party as a result of the performance of
this contract. The Contractor has signed the Townships Independent Contractor Release
Agreement.

The Contractor shall maintain General Liability Insurance in the amount of at least

$1,000,000 naming the Charter Township of Superior as an additional insured and provide
the clerk with a copy within (10) days of signing the Contract.

The Contractor shall maintain the following street sides for the 2020 Summer Season

including lawn cutting and trimming weekly, and litter removal along street sides as

described below:

1. South side of Berkshire, from Prospect to Lakeview 12 feet wide.

2. MacArthur Blvd — north side from Fireman’s Park to Stamford @ 800 ft. strip — 12
feet wide.

3. MacArthur Blvd — entire right of way from Stamford to Clark.

4. MacArthur Court.

5. Heather Island.

6. Nottingham Island.



7. Clark Drive Island.

8. Clark Road from MacArthur Drive to Clark Drive; and Clark from MacArthur
Blvd to the Church.

9. South side of Stanford Road starting at or near Dawn for 5/10 of a mile east to the
north property line of Township property.

4. The Township shall pay the Contractor $22,666.50 for the 2021 season. The Contractor
will bill the township bi-weekly starting approximately April 15, 2021 through November
15,2021.

5. This contract may be terminated with a thirty (30) day notice by either party.

WHEREAS, for the Township to remain competitive with the pay rate, Rick Mayernik,
Building/Zoning Official, is proposing the Board to consider increasing the current pay rate of
$35 per-inspection to $40.00 per-inspection. The Township’s Building Department is on very
good financial footing and would not need to raise permit fees to offset the proposed increase.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Superior Township Board of
Trustees authorizes the pay increase of $40.00 per-inspection for the Township’s two contractual
inspectors.

RE: Contractual Inspector Pay Rate

In addition to myself, the Township’s Building Department utilizes two contractual
inspectors who are paid on a per-inspection basis. Our contractual inspectors (Ed Manier
and John Diefenbacher) have been with the Township for many years, use their own
vehicles for inspections, and are not entitled to any benefits that employees receive.

Much like the staffing difficulties encountered by the rest of the construction industry,
good contractual inspectors are difficult to find and, in my opinion, it benefits the
Township to remain competitive with our pay rate. The current pay rate is $35.00 per-
inspection and I am proposing the Board consider increasing that rate to $40.00. The
Township’s Building Department is on very good financial footing and there would be no
need to raise permit fees to offset this proposed increase.

Pittsfield Township is currently considering a similar contractual inspector rate increase
to $40.00/inspection. Pittsfield’s Building Official (Kurt Weiland) put together a fee
comparison survey of other building departments in our area. I have attached that survey
for your consideration.

WHEREAS, in an email communication from Remy Long, Ann Arbor Greenbelt
Program Manager, notice was provided that the City’s Greenbelt Program is working to acquire
the development rights to a 75.5 acre parcel in Section 21 and a 63.30 acre parcel in Section 04
in partnership with Washtenaw County’s Natural Areas Preservation Program (NAPP); and,

WHEREAS, parcel one is identified as parcel .D. number J-10-21-300-015 a/k/a the
Deforest property consisting of 71.5 acres located on the northwest corner of Stommel and
Vreeland and contains farmland, wetlands, remnant prairie habitat and an intermittent stream;
and,

WHEREAS, parcel two is identified as parcel 1.D. number J-10-04-200-004 a/k/a as the
William and Betty Fishbeck property consisting of 63.30 acres located on Joy Road '2 mile east
of Vorhies Road and contains farmland, wetlands, and a large marsh; and,

WHEREAS, Washtenaw County Ordinance No. 128 requires that properties considered
for acquisition through the NAPP be reviewed by the local unit of government and the Greenbelt
encourages matching local investment.

WHEREAS, to incentivize the purchase of the parcels and to increase the scoring of the
parcels for preservation, an allocation of $250.00 per acre; one-half from Fund 204 and one-half
from the General Fund is appropriate for an appropriation of $17,225.00 from each fund.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, the Superior Township Board agrees that
the two parcels under consideration are suitable for acquisition and preservation through the Ann
Arbor Greenbelt Program and the Washtenaw County Natural Areas Preservation Program. The
Board further agrees that the parcels contain significant natural features, farmland and open
space, and that the Board authorizes the administrative staff to offer to the Ann Arbor Greenbelt
Program a contribution of $250.00 per acre towards the preservation of these two parcels.
