6.   CITIZEN PARTICIPATION 
 
  A.  CITIZEN COMMENTS 
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• Kelly Goolsby, Trusted Parent Advisor, asked what were the plans for the old Superior library.  
She stated she has several uses in mind including as a space for her food pantry and parent café 
activities.    

• Jan Piert, Ann’s Way, asked about the process for deciding the engineering firm used by the 
Township and would like to see this revisited.  She is concerned about the amount of work that 
is needed.   

• Irma Golden, Sheffield Drive, referred to the water main break that happened that day and 
asked what are the long- and short-term plans for the water mains.  She also asked if the Board 
plans to continue addressing the unfinished business in the manner that it was done at the 
November Board meeting.  She stated she was glad so many things were followed up on.   

• Fire Fighter Lance Pierce asked if he could address Resolution 2022-75 when it comes up on 
the agenda.   

• Tom Brennan, Sheffield Drive, voiced his support for a community garden along McArthur 
Blvd.

8.    REPORTS 
 

A. SUPERVISOR REPORT 
 

            Supervisor Schwartz reported on the following:  

• Lisa Hoenig, Director of Ypsilanti District Library-Superior, and Kay Williams have 
reported several children do not want to walk along Harris Road path due to a lack of 
streetlights.  Supervisor Schwartz stated he has reached out to DTE, he will have a 
contract from them at the January 17, 2023, Board meeting, and the cost will be $9000.   

• There was a water main break on Stamford Road at the Glen Oaks Cooperative.  D&D 
Water repaired a 60-inch pipe.  There was not a boil water advisory.  This is the third 
break in that area in four years.  Trustee McGill added it would be useful to have text 
alerts in addition to this type of information being posted on the billboard.   

• Supervisor Schwartz met with the land planner from Garrett’s Space. They plan to 
purchase the land owned by Ellie Serras to start a center for mental health help for young 
adults at risk of suicide.   

• Supervisor Schwartz, Clerk Findley, and Treasurer Lewis attended a Local Unit 
Government (LUG) meeting with Administrator Dill.  Based on the information shared 
by Administrator Dill it looks favorable the County is committed to making the eastside 
recreation center a reality.   

• There was a meeting with Decker Insurance Agency to review the Township’s policy. 
• There was a meeting with Brown and Brown to discuss Medical, Dental, and Vision 

insurance for the Township.  Premiums will rise less than 2%.  The one change is the 
maximum out of pocket for a family increased from $6000 to $9000, and for an 
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individual from $3000 to $ 4500.  There is a $3000 deductible for family, then co-
insurance of 20% up to the $9000 out of pocket.   

• At this time the County has denied a permit for the well at Dixboro Village due to a 
discrepancy over whether an underground storage tank, that was leaking, has been 
removed from a location near the former Gibbon’s antiques store.  The Township is 
working with the County to resolve the discrepancy.   
 
 

B. LIAISON REPORT ON PARKS AND RECREATION COMMISSION MEETING 
– TRUSTEE LINDKE 

 
From the November 28, 2022, meeting:  
• The Director reported a great turnout at the Christmas tree lighting. 
• Juan Bradford will meet with T.C. Collins, Director of Willow Run Acres, regarding 

a community garden in Superior Township. 
• Juan Bradford reported the Township will not be participating in a phragmite study 

because there is not an appropriate area in the Township. 
• The Commission received a draft of the five-year plan; public hearing was held 

December 19, 2022. 
• Parks and Recreation Director position was increased to full time. 
• The following officers of the Commission received unanimous approval: Nahid Sanii-

Yahyai as Chair, Marion Morris as Co-Chair, and Martha Kern-Boprie as Secretary. 
 

From the December 19, 2022, meeting:  
• Jan Piert reported she liked the five-year plan and that there needs to be a Parks and 

Recreation millage to reach the goals of the plan. 
• Kelly Goolsby, Trusted Parent Advisor, asked if there is a budget for the drainage at 

Fireman’s Park. 
• Juan Bradford stated that there is no specific line item, but that it will be taken care 

of, the funds will probably come from the general fund.  He also stated that OHM has 
begun assessing the problem, there is no report yet.  He is also working on a grant for 
the drainage repairs. 

• Kelly Goolsby expressed her concern that OHM is the only engineering company 
working for the Township.  And she reported there is a bee problem in Fireman’s 
Park area.  

• The Parks and Recreation five-year plan was adopted. 
• Commission approved a resolution for an application for the Spark Grant. 
• During Pleas and Petitions Kelly Goolsby reiterated the following needs for 

Fireman’s Park: a fence, fix the drainage, and prune the trees.   
 

Trustee Secrest stated there is an established garden space available on Vreeland Rd. at 
Conservancy Farm, and suggested T.C. Collins speak with the Southeast Michigan Land 
Conservancy.   
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Jan Piert clarified they are considering a community farm to address the food desert in 
the McArthur Blvd area. 

C. COMMUNITY CENTER ADVISORY COMMITTEE UPDATE- CLERK 
FINDLEY 
 
• Total project will be $30,000,000.00.  The County has secured $13,500,000.00, 

$3,000,000.00 from HUD grant from Debbie Dingell, $7,000,000.00 from the County 
Commissioners approval to use a portion of their American Rescue Plan Act (ARPA) 
funds, and $3,500,000.00 from County Parks.   

• Crystal Campbell, Public Information Officer for Washtenaw County, spoke and 
assured the Committee that the County hears the Township’s desire to have a 
community center in conjunction with the YMCA. 

• The County will be holding three focus groups in January. 
• The Cheney site has been chosen. 
• Debbie Dingell made known her strong desire to have a seamless system for all 

regardless of income.   
• It is unknown at this time if there will be separate management of the community 

center and YMCA. 
• The sixty plus age bracket is represented.    

 
Trustee McGill echoed that the County is committed to the community center having a seamless 
experience, and that everyone should be getting their information about the process from the 
County directly.   

Supervisor Schwartz added that the County is committed, that it will include other communities 
and that it is a slow but deliberate process.   

Trustee Lindke asked why the YMCA is involved. 

Supervisor Schwartz stated that they will be the operators and they will be paid by the County, 
but that is still to be decided. 

 
D. ARPA FUNDS COMMITTEE UPDATE- TRUSTEE MCGILL 

 
• The ARPA Committee did not meet this month. 
• Juan Bradford reported he met with Jan Piert and T.C. Collins regarding a community 

garden and T.C. Collins will be making a presentation to the Board in January.

A. LASALLE CONTRACT 
 
• Fred Lucas stated Alan Jinks, LaSalle, presented an offer of $400,000.00 to 

resolve the claim of $700,000.00.  Fred Lucas communicated to Alan Jinks that he 
would take the offer to the Board and that the Township had no desire to work 
with LaSalle in the future. 

• Treasurer Lewis stated it was her impression the Township would no longer be 
using LaSalle. 

• George Tsakoff, OHM, confirmed there are other costs LaSalle has incurred that 
are not part of the $700,000.00 claim, and that the additional costs, of 
approximately $200,000.00, are still being negotiated.  He added LaSalle has been 
unresponsive to negotiations.   

• There was a discussion about the timing for finishing the work with a new 
company and if the Board wants to discontinue working with LaSalle. 

• Fred Lucas gave his opinion on settling or going to litigation.   
• It was decided that this discussion would be continued at a special meeting on 

January 12, 2023.

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WHEREAS, Superior Charter Township Board by Resolution #2021-80 dated 
12/20/21 received unanimous approval to direct all ARPA funds - a total of 
$1,495,400 - to support the communities hardest hit by the COVID-19 pandemic; 
and, 

WHEREAS, the ARPA funds must be used for lawful expenditures for 
services or activities in Superior Charter Township's Qualified Census Tract (QCT); 
and, 

WHEREAS, lawful expenditures include services or activities provided by the 
Township's Parks and Recreation Department; and, 

WHEREAS, the Board wishes to provide services to support the well-being 
families in the QCT; and, 

WHEREAS, Washtenaw Intermediate School District (WISD), believes that 
the voice of parents is critically important in decision-making around programs and 
services, through their Success by 6 Great Start Collaborative, (SB6GSC), they have 
collaborated with The Trusted Advisor Initiative which works with over forty 
organizations in Washtenaw County to improve the early childhood system of 
programs and services to support parents in ensuring their children are successful in 
school. 

WHEREAS, The Trusted Advisor Initiative has experience and has trained 
Trusted Parent Volunteers who have created trust and relationships with residents in 
several neighborhoods in the QCT area to address barriers that impact the needs of 
the families. 

WHEREAS, the Board would like these types of services to be provided to 
families in the QCT; and, 

WHEREAS, the Township's Parks and Recreation Department currently does 
not provide these types of services directly to residents in the QCT; and 

WHEREAS, it is lawful for a municipality to contract with a private 
organization to provide services for the Township; and 
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WHEREAS, it is the intent of the Board that the Parks and Recreation 
Commission act expeditiously so that services to benefit the residents in the QCT can 
be implemented. 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED THAT: 

1. The Board directs the Parks and Recreation Commission to immediately enter 
into negotiations with The Success by 6 Great Start Collaborative for the purpose 
of entering into a one-year contract with The Trusted Advisors to provide 
services and programs focused on supporting parents and families by offering 
Parent Cafe's and addressing barriers in the QCT. 

 
2. The total combined cost of the contract shall not exceed $50,000. 

 

3. Once the Parks and Recreation Commission has finalized their negotiations with 
The Success by 6 Great Start Collaborative, the proposed contracts shall be 
submitted to the Township Board for final approval.

 Proposal for a Community Farm in Superior 
 Township 

 What Is Willow Run Acres (WRA)? 

 Willow Run Acres 501 (c) (3) was started by Takunia (TC) Collins to provide 
 nutrition and gardening services to his daughter’s elementary school class as part of 
 a science project on potatoes. When he asked the children where potatoes came 
 from and they said, “McDonald’s,” he knew agriculture education was needed. A 
 long-time farmer and former chef, Collins’ taught the kids how to plant and take 
 care of their own potatoes, and “The Potato Project” was born; after handing out 
 ten potatoes the first year, Collins gave nearly 200 out the second year. In this 
 ongoing program, students learn about the economics of potato cultivation, potato 
 varieties, and the cultural significance of this important crop. 

 WRA was recently awarded $90K from Washtenaw County to expand WRA’s current 
 13-week nutrition and agricultural education course. The curriculum for preschool 
 and school age children includes horticultural lessons on garden preparation, plant 
 selection, companion planting, cultivation, safety, cultural sustainability practices, 
 and post-harvest management. This information is conveyed through demonstration 
 and lessons incorporating art, math, technological, historical, and ethnobotanical 
 instructional paths. These topics meet the Washtenaw County’s Community Priority 
 Fund goal of adopting evidence-based educational services and practices to address 
 the academic needs of students, including year-long  tutoring, summer classes, 
 after-school activities, and other extended learning and enrichment programs. 
 WRA’s programming allowed children not only to learn about and harvest plants, 
 but also to participate fully in the growing cycle from seed to sale. The 13-week 
 agricultural education program serves preschool to sixth grade students with 
 age-appropriate lessons and hands-on experience in Willow Run Acres’ many 
 gardening beds. The class incorporates garden safety for every age group, and 
 farm-to-market concepts, as the children take some of their products to the local 
 farmers’ market to sell. 

 WRA also recently received a $5K grant from Washtenaw Rotary Club to purchase a 
 FARMBOT. This is a robot farming machine  that enables anyone including people 
 with disabilities to sow, plant, weed and water. TC is hoping to be able to use this at 
 the community farm. 



 What is WRA trying to address? 

 WRA is interested in ameliorating the food desert that exists in the southeast corner 
 of Superior Township (QCT 4074), resulting in many residents experiencing chronic 
 diet-related diseases and food insecurity  . 

 Why does WRA want to do this? 

 Because  TC deeply  believes we are all responsible  to care for and support each 
 other. Therefore, he is proposing to  turn idle land  into a self-sustaining community 
 farm, by creating a place for people of all ages and backgrounds to learn potentially 
 life-changing skills. Together, the residents will grow, harvest and sell produce 
 obtained from the land. In addition, as the community farm takes shape, it will 
 naturally become a place in which community building and emotional growth and 
 support can happen as well as economic stability and mobility for the residents. 

 What would the community farm look like? 

 Part of the land will be for a Pole Barn to create space for: 

 ●  An Artisan and Farmers Market 
 ○  Vendors will sell their produce and products one or two days a week 

 for a rental fee 
 ●  Processing and selling the food produced on the farm 
 ●  Education and training programs for kids and adults 

 The majority of the land will be used to grow food for various purposes: 
 ●  To sustain the community farm 
 ●  To provide a u-pick-your-own-veggies 
 ●  To provide low cost and free food depending on the person’s ability to pay 
 ●  To provide farming education 
 ●  To help build a more equitable agricultural economy for People of Color 
 ●  To empower the community by providing local resources to build on 



 What is needed to get the community farm started: 

 Land 
 To transfer authority of 3 parcels of land (Total 3.23 acres) on Harris Road and 
 MacArthur Blvd (Parcel#’s J-10-35-200-009, J-10-35-200-003 and 
 J-10-35-200-004) for all purposes to Parks and Recreation. Parks and Recreation 
 will oversee the land and Willow Run Acres will run and manage the space. Parks 
 and Recreation will lease the land to Willow Run Acres for 10 years at no cost with 
 an option to renew. Parks and Recreation will create a MOU with Willow Run Acres. 



 40’ X 64’ insulated Pole Barn ($75,000) 
 To locate the Farmers Market and the learning no matter the weather 

 Well ($20,000) 
 To ensure a sustainable flowing source of  free  water  to keep farming costs down

 Fertilizer, seeds, compost, fruit saplings ($3,850) 
 To begin the process of working the land 

 Total Budget: $170,000

 Willow Run Acres will provide educational garden and farming practices that will 
 include programs such as holistic wellness and exercise. The focus will be to grow 
 diverse crops based on our multicultural community to ensure everyone is included 
 from child to senior no matter where they come from. 
 Investing these and other kinds of resources in the community will empower and 
 uplift residents to invest their time and new knowledge to ensure their community 
 farm is sustainable for many generations to come.

B. Director 
Juan Bradford submitted a written report.  He updated this report with news that he will meet with 
TC Collins, director of Willow Run Acres, a non-profit installing community gardens in Appleridge Park 
in Ypsilanti Township.  Mr. Collins is interested in starting a community garden project in Superior 
Township. 
Superior Township has an opportunity to participate in a phragmite study.  Phragmite is an invasive 
plant.  To participate in the study, the township has to identify a half acre infested with phragmite. 
Guy Conti asked about discussions with Ypsilanti Township and use of their facilities and programs by 
Superior Township residents at the same price as Ypsilanti Township residents.  Juan responded that 
Ypsilanti Township staff are still working on it. 

 
C. Board Liaison 

Trustee Bernice Lindke submitted a written and oral report. 
At a special meeting of the Township Board on 11/02/22 the board voted to purchase an SUV for the 
Fire Chief.

This is my “annual” update to you regarding the activities of the Committee to Promote Superior 
Township (C2PST) during the past year-and-a-half. 
 
I am pleased to report that the Committee has grown in terms of participation and outputs, 
largely due to embracing and applying technology to reach a wider audience.  This was made 
possible by an infusion of new participants in tandem with Township government itself 
expanding use of the Internet and its available tools. 
 
Committee volunteer Margery Dosey donated technical and creative services through her 
company to set up and oversee a Facebook page for the Township, aided by input from other 
volunteers as well as Township staff.  The design aspect of these services included development 
of a Brand Kit to standardize colors and graphics the Township should use consistently. 
 
The C2PST had been working sporadically on developing an improved Township “Welcome 
Packet” for new residents, but it had languished as we got stuck on trying to find a list of 
businesses in the Township.  Volunteer Carole Hann solved this riddle, and proceeded to work 
diligently with Committee participants and Township staff to compile an updated electronic 
Welcome Packet.  Making the packet electronic enables it to connect with the Township website 
and meet modern (mostly younger) residents where they are.  Details are automatically updated, 
so the packet is never out-of-date. 
 
Many of our ongoing activities have continued or resumed since the height of the pandemic.  We 
contribute an article to every edition of Superior Scenes.  We update, maintain, and add to the 
collection of Superior Places writeups, which are available electronically and/or hard copy at 
Township Hall, on the Township website, on the Township Facebook page, at the newly 
constructed Superior Township branch of the Ypsilanti District Library, and as handouts.  And 
once again, we assisted the Parks Department with the tree lighting event in December. 
 
Early in 2022, we had been planning to participate in Superior Day, which we consider to be one 
of our most effective outreach activities.  We eventually learned that there would be no Superior 



Day in 2022.  From the standpoint of the Committee’s mission (To foster pride, unity, and a 
sense of place among Superior Township residents), this was a missed opportunity.  We 
strongly encourage the Township to reinstate this event.  We are willing to assist to the extent 
our modest number of active volunteers is able. 
 
Looking ahead, we expect to continue all of the “ongoing” activities described above.  We are 
looking forward to increased cooperative efforts with the library; and we hope to engage in a 
more active way with the Dixboro Farmers’ Market and Village Green. 
 
We want to continue to promote Superior Township as a community through the ‘Where do you 
live?’ campaign.  Sadly, that by itself won’t be enough.  If anyone on the Board or anyone who 
reads this has an idea for building the sense of a cohesive community, please share! 
 
The Committee to Promote Superior Township has been reinvigorated since the June 2021 
Update.  New volunteers and increased engagement with Township staff have been the main 
drivers of this productivity.

At this time we are in the loop for a SEMCOG grant for the sidewalk 
ramp improvements, but cannot expect to get the money in 2023.  More like 2024.  The total costs is

I spoke with SEMCOG (Brian Pawlik) earlier this week regarding the TAP application for the 
sidewalk ramp improvements within the Township, since I know that the TAP process can take a 
long time. Brian indicated that SEMCOG is working with MDOT to determine what is needed to 
expedite the process but that likely the project would end up with a FY 2024 schedule. He 
acknowledged that the notification in September of available FY 2023 funds to bid and construct 
projects through TAP within the year was a lofty goal. However, there is still a small chance that 
the project could start in fall 2023, but that would be contingent upon all stages of the TAP 
process running smoothly and coordination with MDOT and WCRC being quick. Would the 
Township be receptive of construction of sidewalk ramp improvements in 2024? It is worth 
noting that SEMCOG said they are interested in this project and typically would not continue 
efforts toward granting funds if they were not planning to award the project, although they could 
not guarantee award at this time. Based on my conversation with Brian it sounds like the project 
is competitive for TAP funds.

RESOLUTION APPROVING 2023 POVERTY EXEMPTION  

GUIDELINES FOR THE BOARD OF REVIEW 

RESOLUTION NUMBER: 2023-3 

DATE: JANUARY 17, 2023 

 WHEREAS the adoption of guidelines for poverty exemptions is required of the 
Township Board; and 

     WHEREAS, the principal residence of persons, who the Board of Review determines 
by reason of poverty to be unable to contribute to the public charge, is eligible for exemption 
in whole or in part from taxation under Public Act 390 of 1994 (MCL 211.7u); and 

     WHEREAS, pursuant to PA 390 of 1994, the Charter Township of Superior, 
Washtenaw County adopts the following guidelines for the Board of Review to implement. 
The guidelines shall include but not be limited to the specific income and asset levels of the 
claimant and all persons residing in the household, including any property tax credit returns, 
filed in the current or immediately preceding year; 

To be eligible, a person shall do all the following on an annual basis: 

1) Be an owner of and occupy as a principal residence the property for which 
an exemption is requested. 

2) File a claim with the assessor or Board of Review, accompanied by federal and 
state income tax returns for all persons residing in the principal residence, 
including any property tax credit returns filed in the immediately preceding 
year or in the current year. 

3) File a claim reporting that the combined assets of all persons do not exceed the 
current guidelines. Assets include but are not limited to, real estate other than the 
principal residence, personal property, motor vehicles, recreational vehicles and 
equipment, certificates of deposit, savings accounts, checking accounts, stocks, 
bonds, life insurance, retirement funds, etc.  

4) Produce a valid driver’s license or other form of identification if requested. 
5) Produce, if requested, a deed, land contract, or other evidence of ownership of the 

property for which an exemption is requested. 
6) Meet the federal poverty income guidelines as defined and determined annually by 

the United States Department of Health and Human Services or alternative 
guidelines adopted by the governing body providing the alternative guidelines do 
not provide eligibility requirements less than the federal guidelines. 

7) The application, Michigan Department of Treasury form 5737 (01-21) shall be 
filed after January 1, but one day prior to the last day of the December Board of 
Review. The filing of this claim constitutes an appearance before the Board of 



Review for the purpose of preserving the right of appeal to the Michigan Tax 
Tribunal.  

The following are the federal poverty income guidelines which are updated annually by the 
United States Department of Health and Human Services. The annual allowable income 
includes income for all persons residing in the principal residence. The Superior Township 
annual allowable income is also included for all persons residing in the principal residence.

Asset Test 

The applicant is required to provide a list of assets for all persons residing in the residence. 
Based upon the assets and income listed on a poverty exemption application, the Board of 
Review may grant the applicant 100%, 50% or 25% reduction in taxable value. An applicant 
could meet the income guidelines but not the asset guidelines.  
The total assets for all persons residing in the residence excluding the homestead shall not 
exceed $20,000. 
   
Assets include but are not limited to:  

• A second home, land, vehicles 
• Recreational vehicles such as campers, motorhomes, boats, and ATV’s 
• Buildings other than the residence 
• Equipment, other personal property of value 
• All Bank accounts, stocks 
• Money received from the sale of property, such as, stocks, bonds, or a house or car 

(unless a person is in the specific business of selling such property) 
• Withdrawals of bank deposits and borrowed money 
• Gifts, loans, lump-sum inheritances, and one-time insurance payments 
• Food or housing received in lieu of wages 



• Federal non-cash benefits programs such as Medicare, Medicaid, food stamps and 
school lunches 

 
 
   NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT HEREBY RESOLVED that the Board of Review 
shall follow the above stated policy and federal guidelines in granting or denying an 
exemption. Based upon the assets and income listed on a poverty exemption application, 
the Board of Review may grant the applicant 100%, 50% or 25% reduction in taxable value. 
 

 
 

 

 

 



FEDERAL POVERTY GUIDELINES FOR 2023 
 

The 2022 Superior Township annual allowable income was calculated after a 
study was done using the guidelines of twenty other townships in Washtenaw 
County. 
 
Using the one-person income level there were twelve out of the twenty 
townships that had lower levels than Superior Township and seven townships 
that were higher. 
 
For 2022 there were six townships that used the Federal Poverty Guidelines which 
were significantly below ours.  
 
 

For 2023 we took the new 1 person Federal Poverty level of $13,590 plus 85% 
which is $25,142 (for 2022 we used 75%). 
We then adjusted the new Federal Poverty level of $4,720 per additional person 
to $5,000 and added it to each line accordingly which is the same way the Federal 
Guidelines are calculated.
